Door of the Pyrenees Door of the Pyrenees
Pobla de Segur, with its approximate
3,000 inhabitants and 33.59 km2, is the
second largest municipality in the region
of Pallars Jussà. Thanks to its strategic
location at the confluence of the Noguera
Pallaresa and Flamisell, Pobla de Segur
has always been a meeting point between
the Pyrenean culture and the culture of
the Mediterranean basin; a link between
the region of Pallars Jussà and the
neighbouring regions of Pallars Sobirà,

Alta Ribagorça and Val d’Aran; the end
of the line for the rail travellers.

The municipality includes the following
villages: Sant Joan de Vinyafrescal,
Puimanyons and the old village of
Montsor.

ROMANESQUE HERMITAGE OF ST. MIQUEL
DEL PUI

The building of the Oil Mill reminds the structure of a
Romanesque church. The ancient building was
remodelled in the 90s using noble materials and

respecting its ancestral
beauty.

A double staircase links
the ground floor to the
first floor, where the old
Oil Mill facilities are
located.

Nowadays, the mill is
completely restored and
is used as a lecture,
reception and exhibition
room.

The ground floor is the place where the photographic
and historic archives of the town are kept. The front
side, sculpted by
the sculptor Josep
L l i m o n a ,
represents Saint
Joseph with the
infant Jesus. The
b u i l d i n g  h a s
b e c o m e  a
polyvalent cultural
centre.

The municipality of Pobla de Segur is surrounded by
sites that allow the visitors to enjoy the fauna, flora as
well as local and typical vegetation of the Prepyrenean
and Pyrenean regions. In the northeast, we can find the

Boumort ’s Nature
reserve and following
the course of  the
Noguera Pallaresa River,
we can enjoy the beauty
of the Collegats gorge,
in particular its rocky
f o r m a t i o n  c a l l e d
L’Argenteria, at the
border with the region of
P a l l a r s  S o b i r à .
In the northwest, the
visitors can discover
typical old villages such
as Toralla, Serradell

and the defile of Erinyà, which, following the course of
the Flamisell River, will take them to the Vall Fosca
(Dark valley) and the Manyanet valley. The Sant Antoni
Lake, in the south, is an ideal location from which the
visitors can discover the multiple marvellous places of
the area.
Mayor Boixareu Municipal Park: green complex
characterized by its gardens and its wide variety of exotic
and local plants and trees.

Natural complex of Vernedot: multiple species of trees
and wide samples of river vegetation and picnic area of
the Region of the Pallars Jussà.

Fountains of Figuereta and Morreres: recreation areas
located along the Noguera Pallaresa River, on the outskirts
of the Collegats gorge, with original monuments dedicated
to the raftmen designed by the sculptor Rufino Mesa.
Picnic area with fountains, wooden tables and benches.

In spite of its physical distance from the other modernist
buildings, this little modernist residential palace was built
with noble materials and with typical modernist
decorations. The external structure doesn’t show the
typical modernist corrugated lines.

The natural world is present in the whole building, as
well as an asymmetry that gives it a stronger dynamism.
Through the insertion of applied arts into the architecture,
Casa Mauri saves the craft professions: the mosaics,
stained glass windows and wrought irons stand out
splendidly.

The mosaics were made by Lluís Bru, who also designed
the ones that are in the Palace of Catalan Music and
the Sant Pau Hospital in Barcelona, among others.

Nowadays, Casa Mauri is used as the Town hall’s
headquarters and the ancient garage was converted

into the Tourist information
office. The complex is

surrounded by some
gardens f rom the

original period.

Although the only existing information about Sant
Cristòfol’s Church is that it was dependent on the Toralla
parish in the 18th century, its shape leads to think that
the building dates back to the Middle age or even earlier
and that it might have been designed by the school of
the Knights Templar, which was set up in Sensui in the
10th century.

Romanesque hermitage from the 12th century made up
of a unique nave, with barrel vault. Barrel and round apse,
decorated with arches (which sustain a pentagonal stone)
and friezes. At the eastern side, which has the same
shape as the barrel apse, we can find the door and the
starting line of the steeple wall. Preabsidial semicircular
arch. Nave with barrel vault. The only remains of the arches
of the tower are the pilasters. The church was restored
according to the Romanesque tradition. 8 May is the day
of the celebration of Sant Miquel’s procession. On this
occasion, the

t h e i r  o r i g i n s
through the mass
and the l ively
traditional dance
of the sardana.

In the 17th century, Pobla de Segur had around 500
inhabitants who had only one flour mill to bring the
wheat to. In 1820, with the abolition of the exclusive
rights about the mill, a group of people set up a

corporation and
created another
m i l l .  T h i s
corporat ion is
called Comú de
Particulars and is
made up of many
v i l l agers .  The
ancient factory
was remodelled
and nowadays,
t h e  n e w
independent areas
are used as a

museum, a modern ceramic workshop and an art
exhibition centre of the corporation.
Architecturally speaking, the building is considered
as belonging to the rationalistic architectural style.

Pobla de Segur is considered as an old medieval
town of which the streets lead onto two gates: the
gate of Orteu, south, and the gate of Parrau, north,
which leads to the Pedrera Square (where the yearly
fair and the municipal councils used to be celebrated)
and to the River, on the way to the villages of
Senterada, Capdella, Vall de Boí and Pont de Suert.

The old town has two main streets: the Major street,
with the ancient
manors, and the
Llorenç i Torres
S t r e e t ,
characterized by the
manor of Orteu.
T h e  a re a  w a s
s u b s e q u e n t l y
enhanced with the
Raval Street (until
the Fossar Vell
Square, where the
old church and the
o l d  C h o c o l a t e
factory Casanovas
were located) and
the D´Oran Street,
way out of the town
until 1887, when the
road to Gerri de la
Sal was built. In the middle of the 19th century, this
was the most commercial street in Pobla de Segur.

The Raiers’ Museum, located in Pont de
Claverol, reveals all the secrets of the ancient
profession of the manufacturing of wood and its

transportation through
the r ivers.  I t  has
important  h istor ic
archives, publications,
a  l i b r a r y  and  a
permanent exhibition
about the Catalan
raftmen, the whole
process of wood, from
the felling of the trees
to their  arr ival  to
T o r t o s a . T h e
R a i e r s ’ d a y ,
celebrated every first
Sunday of July since

1979, was declared as a Celebration of national
interest.

Comú de Particulars
and old flour mill

The old town

Raier’s (Raftmen) Museum
Raiers’ (raftmen) day (1st weekend of July)
Tribute paid from 1979 to the men who, until the 1930s,
used to transport wood with the aid of rafts (made of
pine tree trunks) through the Pyrenean Rivers like the
Noguera Pallaresa, on a five-kilometres-length between
the dam of Llania and the village of Pont de Claverol.
Traditional music and rural sports.

Sant Miquel del Pui (8 May)
This is the most ancient and the longest-time tradition
celebration of the town (12th century). The celebration
consists in a massively attended gathering of villagers
and neighbours who meet over the years around
traditional mountain paella. This rally is really moving,
cheerful, and plural. The Comú de Particulars
Corporation gives the traditional Sant Miquel’s
consecrated bread to all the pilgrims. The mass is

followed by the typical sardana dance.

Falles Pirinenques / Pyrenean fires – The
Ribera’s Virgin Party ( 17 and 18 June)
A group of young villagers walks down the mountain
with burning torches, awaited by children and young
ladies who give them flowers, coca (local cake) and
wine. After making the offering of the flowers to the
Virgin of Ribera, the people go to the square and dance
sardanes around the fire. Large-headed figures and
giants also take part in the parade.
This tradition dates from the 1950s, when Pobla de
Segur was the main economical and tourist pole in
the area of the Pyrenees from Lleida.
